Saudi Berm

A scenario for Battle Captain/Modern Spearhead - Saudi Arabia, 1991

USMC Forces:

1 Platoon, dismounted is on the berm. 

1 Co LAVs is in close support. It consists of 6 LAV-25s and 4 LAV-ATs. A LAV co. is 10 km to the west, and another is 25 km to the south. They are ordered to support the forces on the berm, and are part of the same Light Armored Battalion.

The USMC may call for 3 air strikes of A7 corsairs.

The USMC also has 2 fire missions from a 155mm  battery. Any conventional muntions (including Copperhead) may be used.

Iraqi Forces:

1 armored Bn  and one Mech Inf. Bn.

Armored Bn. 1 x HQ MBT, 1 x recon BRDM, 9 x MBT (3 per Co).  (MBTs are T-55)

Mech. Inf. Bn.  1 x HQ BMP, 1 x Recon BRDM, 9 x BMP1, 3 x BTR-60.

A USMC platoon is occupying the station to guard the berm. Their purpose is to screen the movement of US forces south of the berm. They must prevent Iraqi movement to the south more than 15 miles.

The Iraqi force has orders to scout the berm, and beyond. Inflicting maximum destruction to any Coalition forces encountered is also a prime objective.

The Iraqi may enter in any order, and spacing they wish. They may pass through the berm opening in any order they wish.
