Last Train to Tianjin

This scenario was created for Tuan, but should be usable by any rule set.

Allies:

4 trays of RU Inf.

4 trays of US Inf

(each Tuan tray has 1 leader and four men, for a total of five figures)

40 figures total

Chinese:

3 trays Provincial Sword/Polearm

1 tray Provincial Gingal

16 trays various Boxers

110 figures total

The allies are trying to clear a rail line. They enter the board from the south. The Provincials are blocking the rail line.

The Boxers set up hidden in any of the paddies on either side of the line. These paddies are 50 yards from the rail line.

Boxers are visible in their paddies if a unit advances to within 10 yards of the edge. This is true, even if they are at one end, and the Allied tray is at the other. Paddies are very flat and featureless inside; it's the side walls that make them cover from a distance.

When an Allied unit gets within 100 yards of the Boxers, there's a 1/6 chance one tray will change prematurely. If so, all other Boxers in that paddy will follow.

The paddies are in four sections, the height from bottom to ground level is some 4~5 feet. Paddies are 200 yds square.

Boxers win if the Allies leave the field. Allies win if they chase off the Boxers, and Provincials.

[I've traveled often from Beijing to Tianjin via car and train; this is based on paddies I've seen on those trips.

Paddies in the US tend to have edges only a few inches high.]
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
